- Original scientific/clinical research papers, minireviews and commentaries on all aspects of complex human diseases are welcome for submission. 

- Full length of paper should not exceed 3 pages of A4.

- One registered author may to submit no more than 3 papers. 

- An author's name may appear on no more than 5 submitted papers. 
- All papers should be written in English with Microsoft Word in a PC format and correct grammar and punctuation. 

- The following document settings are essential:

	Limit is 3 pages including title, author(s names, affiliations, City, Country, main text.

	Page Size/ Margins
	A4 format only, margins - 2 cm all round, one and a half spacing throughout

	Title
	Times New Roman 12, Bold, in CAPITALS

	Authors
	Times New Roman 12, in Italics (underline presenting author)

	Institution
	Times New Roman 12, Full name of organization (s) presenting the paper 

(indicate affilations with the superscript symbols)

	Text
	Times New Roman 12, Subheadings should be bold

	Special Characters
	Use only Microsoft Symbol font

For papers reporting original research, state the primary objective and any hypothesis tested; describe the research design and your reasons for adopting that methodology; state briefly the methods and procedures employed, including where appropriate tools, hardware, software, the selection and number of study areas/subjects, and the central experimental interventions; state the main outcomes and results, including relevant data; and state the conclusions that might be drawn from these data and results, including their implications for further research or application/practice.
 For minireviews, state the primary objective of the review; the reasoning behind your literature selection; and the way you critically analyse the literature. 
All citations should appear in the text with indication of first author(s name and year of publication (for example, Foster J, 2002). Reference section should not be included in the paper. Standard abbreviations may be used without definition. Nonstandard abbreviations (kept to a minimum) must be placed in parentheses after the first use of the word or phrase abbreviated. 

Illustrations are as important as the text, and should be as simple, relevant and clear as possible. One diagram/figure and one table may be included but this is part of your 3 pages limit. Authors must use a Microsoft Word editor to create tables. Figure must be saved separately from the text in jpg format with resolution 300 dpi. All text should be saved in one file with the complete text (including all sections of the body of the paper, table embedded into the text). Please save your paper using your surname and first name initial (for example, SmithJ.doc). Submit the entire article as a single file, including tables and figure legends, but excluding the figures themselves. Please do not compress files. Acrobat (PDF) files are not acceptable.

Registration Form should be filled only by author presenting the paper (please, see an attached regform.doc file). Co-authors should not fill a Registration Form!  Please select the preferred form of participation in Conference: "Oral presentation", "Poster presentation" or "Publishing the paper only". Moreover, please indicate one of five Conference topics that most closely describes the work submitted. Registration form should be saved as a single file using surname and first name initial of author presenting the paper (for example, SmithJ_reg.doc) and e-mailed together with the paper.

Please, proofread your papers carefully to avoid errors before submission. All materials should be submitted only by email: conf2006@yandex.ru. Please e-mail your submission as a Word attachment. Facsimile transmissions are not acceptable. Deadline for submitting papers is 1st December 2005.
