Pourquoi la presse se focalise-t-elle sur le conflit Israélo-palestinien et pas sur d’autres conflits ? – « Professor = knows everything about nothing & Editor = knows nothing about everything » -  The lecturer puts to the audience three points : 1) Establishment of Israel = genocide against Muslims and Arabs ? 2) The Israelo-Palestinian conflict is THE major conflict in the world ? 3) Is Israel the first menace to world peace ? (and not Iran or North Korea ?) – Basic facts about Middle East conflict  - Why so many publications against the existence of Israel ? – History is not only the establishment of Israel, but also the impressive number of human victims in other regional conflicts (Algeria & France (400000 casualties, perhaps much more), Darfour, Afghanistan and Soviet invasion, Somalia, Bangladesh & Pakistan (1.7 million casualties), Indonesia, Iraq, Lebanon, … - One recurrent international theme: Israeli occupation. Why? – 1800 + 3700 killed (Intifadas) after 40 years of Israeli occupation. But 8000 killed in one week in Sebreniza…- No one is talking about the killings between Arabs and Muslims – Turkey invades Cyprus – International Community Settlement – International Standards & Double Standards – Israeli-Palestinian Conflict: Lecturer says that academia and media encourage a one state solution, perpetuating the problem, deluding the Palestinians, serving the far left coalition, the Hamas AND the extreme right in Israel: The Great Jewish State & The Palestinian State – The Clinton Plan – Academia and media are obscuring everything according to lecturer – Victimhood is an attitude of the Palestinian people who are engaging themselves in self decapitation – hat is the real solution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict? 1° EU? 2° Clinton Plan? 3° Neutralise both the Right of Return and the One State Solution? – Israel can only benefit from adopting this kind of attitude.

Comments

Relativizing a problem is often not sufficient to finding a solution…

The Palestinians – like the Israeli – have a right to their own State and develop their own cultural identity. 

The Middle East situation is so complex that a global solution can only be found through a paradigm shift using interfaces.

This is what the NewPOL Network proposes. Proto-thinking is far more important than thinking.

Interestingly, the « Ideal State » proposed by the NewPOL Network is in fact Planet Earth. But the Nations have not reached that level of political maturity yet.
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
