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1. The Third Millennium’s Top Priority. 

I sat patiently listening to a lecturer rolling out a catalogue of priorities during a workshop on energy. I became quite exasperated. There is only ONE priority, the Third Millennium’s Top Priority: achieving and sustaining the citizens’ well being and quality of life in world society which requires a holistic coordinated constructive interactive integration of all the “other priorities” together, including energy. It is impossible to succeed in improving the world citizens’ welfare by dealing with just one “priority” after the other in series, or in parallel with no synchronisation. The optimal grid for humanity requires a new global governance infrastructure (cf. our definition of NGG in previous posts). 

I was able to be squeezed in for another interesting event on “Transition towards Sustainable and Liveable Urban Futures - JPI Urban Europe presents its Agenda”. 

When I took the floor, I asked what was the finality of an urban project? Once again, to my mind, achieving and sustaining the citizens’ well being and quality of life in village/town/city society. So the first step before undertaking anything is to create a village/town/city society well being and quality of life profile – listening to the citizen, talking to the citizen, and convincing the citizens that there shall be a concrete follow-up to their hopes, interests and concerns through interactive software for example, creating trust - and go on from there. Not the other way round, bombarding the citizens with projects that many don’t even understand. 

Secondly, you won’t achieve and sustain village/town/city society well being and quality of life by concentrating exclusively on, say, transport. Nor shall you succeed by focussing on energy efficiency alone. You need to integrate all the bubbles together. But here we have a problem: education has so far provided unidisciplinary excellence bathing in a sea of holistic integrated interdisciplinary incompetence. A fundamental revolution in the educational system is urgently needed. A “skill”, in a holistic world, has a completely different meaning: a specific, specialised, focussed, fragmented skill is not a skill anymore.

We are back to base: the State of Mind (mindset).
