1. Defusing the world ticking time-bomb...: World Incompetence - World Hypocrisy - World Inertia. 

The need for a New Global Governance Infrastructure – as the need for a Global Educational Revolution – is becoming increasingly clear and recognised. At the same time, the New Capacity Building Program is becoming increasingly popular and shall probably overtake the UN/EU Programs. This is why I urge these institutions – that are paid by the people - to actively collaborate with us instead of working in parallel in their Ivory Tower. The growing public rejection of the UN/EU Institutions is alarming: trust is lost. 

Our Planet Earth is faced with problems that have reached such a level of complexity as to become unmanageable. 

The Human Being’s inability to deal appropriately with the complexities of the challenges he/she has been facing has had profound consequences at multiple levels: personal, existential, medical, psychological/psychiatric, religious, educational, political, scientific, moral, ethical, philosophical, cultural, family, etc... The challenge of today is therefore how to manage holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary complexity at all levels in order to achieve and sustain world society well being and quality of life, the Third Millennium’s Top Priority. 

This is our area.

The world fragmentation (which also reflects an inner fragmentation of the human being him/herself) - mentalities, politics, constitution, administration, law, culture, religion, education, ... – is catastrophic leading to sustainable division, friction, hypocrisy and conflict. How can we harmonise the bits and pieces together? You need to turn to the State of Mind and create an international referential accepted by all: world society well being and quality of life. The latter shall change the international mindset and create a strong incentive to catalyse the blending of all the disconnected action plans, roadmaps and grids together. In other words, this shall facilitate integrating the fragments constructively together.

The issues we are faced with today are global, world challenges that require world coordinated holistic interactive bottom-up top-down multicultural integrated interdisciplinary COLLABORATION. Conflict, inequalities, migration (just like energy, biodiversity, climate change, environment, economy, ...) are not exclusively national or continental (European, ...) but typical multicultural integrated interdisciplinary challenges that can only be appropriately managed through New Global Governance (NGG: coordinated holistic interactive bottom-up top-down multicultural integrated interdisciplinary governance) that in turn requires holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary education, that does not exist. Yet. All countries or continents (therefore Europe...) shall by necessity have to turn to NGG. A New Global Governance Infrastructure is urgently needed. There is no other way. Mindsets in all countries and continents must be prepared for “The Transition”.

2. EESC Meeting on “Reshaping Europe”: Interface Commissioner?

Even though we are running out of time, there is still hope, were it not for the terrible world fragmentation and inertia. Indeed, education has created fragmented human beings. As structured, it is in fact toxic for our planet’s sustainability. 

Integration (diversity, ...) is a double-edged sword - destructive or constructive – depending on its finality. Bearing in mind that the finality of any endeavour should à priori be to achieve and sustain the citizens’ well being and quality of life in world society, there is a need to integrate the multiple European Commission/European Parliament/European Council DG/EESC Group bubbles together for optimal added value, efficiency and economy. Creating multicultural integrated interdisciplinary units would set an example of holistic thinking at governance (administrative, constitutional, legal, …) level and not affect jobs; quite the contrary. 

Following an important recent meeting on “Reshaping Europe” that was held at the European Economic & Social Committee (EESC), my suggestion that the EESC request the creation of a new post at the European Commission (or EU Institutions) – that of Interface Commissioner (who would integrate all the other Commissioners) – was adopted. I am in fact candidate. Indeed, “interfaces” are our area of expertise. If the EESC and the EU Institutions support my application, there may be a better chance of being nominated for such an innovative avant-garde post that would indeed help “The Transition”. An Interface Commissioner is what is needed to achieve internal and external coherence and cohesion. But I must have a free hand and full authority to proceed. This in fact should be the job of the highest authority in the EU Institutions. Even so, this Interface Commissioner would only serve as an “integrator” or “catalyser” to facilitate “The Transition” together with the citizens thereby also regaining their trust. The growing public rejection of the EU Institutions is alarming. 

3. Fourth consecutive EUSEW EDE on Pilot Scheme 1. Encouraging holistic thinking: the urgent need for holistic presentations.

The event on 15nth June was a success. Amongst the attendants was a Senior Officer from the European Commission who is an expert in Smart Cities. He had not realised just how complex a holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary project on Smart Cities could be and was so enthusiastic that he wanted a copy of the presentation for a congress in Slovenia. I prefer however to make the presentation myself for two reasons.

One is Intellectual Property Rights (IPR). Indeed, this may be a coincidence, but some cities have developed PS-1 ideas that were sent in a deliberately simplified draft many years ago. Without the slightest recognition. Plagiarism is becoming universal.

The second is that the majority of people expect – and are used to - highly focussed thematic presentations. PS-1 is a typical holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary project. Audiences are not accustomed to listening to holistic presentations. There must therefore be a kind of warm-up that leads to the main presentation. This means first giving an introduction to our activities. This is followed by an introduction to the Pilot Scheme 1 Project (applicable to any village, town or city). Then comes the presentation of the PS-1 as such. Indeed, PS-1 is embedded in the New Capacity Building Program. 
4. FEPS meeting on “Islam in Europe”: lessons learnt and impact on tomorrow?

The lessons that should be learnt is becoming aware of the fundamental importance of the following questions: why is there this need for a religion, a value, an identity in the first place?

There must be a collective awareness of the increasing frustration of the human being – from all backgrounds and whatever his/her condition - everywhere on this planet. This frustration can turn to hate.

To deal with the patient “Planet Earth”, you need a New Global Governance Infrastructure that listens, talks to the people, their concerns, hopes, interests and the solutions they may offer and giving them proof that there shall be a concrete verifiable follow-up. Then you regain their trust. Then you can apply a policy that responds to their needs that shall necessarily work.

Achieve and sustain the world citizens’ well being and quality of life, achieve and sustain world economy. Not the other way round; it doesn’t work that way. In any event, because of automation, robotics and digital technology, economics shall have to be fundamentally rethought anyhow. Sharing shall have to become mainstream. 
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
