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Introduction
Despite all the knowledge, philosophies, religions and technologies that have been accumulated since the beginning of humanity, the world system has nonetheless succeeded in turning our planet Earth into a ticking time bomb. There is a world crisis and no one knows what to do. The citizens and leaders are confused or lost in a conceptual maze (CM) more often than not without realizing it. And as long as the Human Being lives in a CM, democracy shall necessarily lead to division and conflict; certainly not peace.   

So there is a problem. There is a problem in the way we think, in the very way we process data. This means that we have to look elsewhere. Where? The Mindset or State of Mind (SoM). The SoM determines the way you process – collect, assimilate, understand, articulate together – data, whatever the data. So there is a need to optimize the SoM for complex avant-garde integrated interdisciplinary challenge processing. 
New Capacity Building
This is New Capacity Building (NCB) – going beyond accumulating to integrating data - that introduces Parallel Processing. Website: http://www.imnrc.org/NCN/Activities/NCBP/NCBP.htm. 
Now NCB can only be successfully undertaken through a simultaneous bottom-up top-down strategy. This is the New Capacity Building Program (NCBP) - our Flagship project - an ongoing worldwide initiative to achieve and sustain world society well being and quality of life (WSWBQoL) that integrates (1) the Education of Tomorrow (EdoT) [bottom-up] with (2) the Governance of Tomorrow (GovoT) [top-down]. In fact EdoT paves the way for GovoT, but both must and can be processed in parallel, the reason being that we are running out of time already. The world situation is urgent and requires immediate action. The NCBP includes all ages and has received enthusiastic political support from both the European Commission, the EP and the UN.
Education of Tomorrow
(1) EdoT. Complexity may be simple and simplicity may be complex. This really depends on how the processing is undertaken. Today, whatever the thematic, the issues raised have reached such a level of complexity that experts, academics, politicians and the audience are getting completely out of their depth. Why? They are confronted with integrated interdisciplinary challenges, something that their education has not prepared them for. The existing educational system is not sufficiently powerful to enable us to deal with the complexities of the challenges we are faced with. We must turn to the EdoT, optimising the SoM for complex avant-garde integrated interdisciplinary challenge processing. This is our Master in Interfaces (M.I.) that consists of three parts. (i) Interface Theory; (ii) Introduction to Integrated interdisciplinarity; (iii) the whole cycle of “Interface Events”. The course serves as an introduction to the much more advanced Interface Assimilation Program (IAP). The latter shall require a fully operational IIRC (International Interface Research Center), a futuristic educational and research institution integrating entrepreneurship and industry, whose mission shall be to achieve and sustain WSWBQoL.

(i) Interface Theory (IFT) is a completely new and very complex field of research proposing a kind of universal algorithm and involving new much more powerful mathematics and new physics. Interfaces are not only omnipresent, they are the interconnecting principle that integrate the infinitesimally small with the infinitesimally large. IFT elegantly illustrates the fundamental natural interconnectedness between all “things” - interfaces - in the Universe and how by creating an artificial yet convincing discontinuity, replacing it by a conceptual interconnectedness thereby confusing the orders of abstraction and losing him/herself in a conceptual maze, the Human Being is leading civilisation - and Planet Earth - to its doom. The interface is also an extraordinarily powerful investigating tool; it is possibly the key to understanding the universe including therefore ourselves and the Life Sciences. Applications of Interface Theory are multiple and range from fundamental research to new governance.

Governance of Tomorrow
(2) GovoT. New Global Governance or Coordinated Holistic Interactive Bottom-Up Top-Down Integrated Interdisciplinary Governance. There are something like 260 countries in the world. These countries have been invited to create their National Society Well Being and Quality of Life (NSWBQoL) Teams, also called National Representations. National Representations create their NSWBQoL Profiles and supervise Pilot Scheme 1 (PS-1: achieving and sustaining city SWBQoL with smart cities. How to integrate the bubbles together?) in their own country. A NSWBQoL Profile means collecting and integrating all the village/town/city/rural SWBQoL Profiles together. 

Each NSWBQoL Team must first complete what we call the Five Stages, including recruiting further participants, presenting its national definition of WBQoL, a national standard NSWBQoL profile assessment methodology, an action plan to achieve and sustain its country’s NSWBQoL and a website explaining the WSWBQoLP in the Team’s own national language to its own fellow citizens. We now have around 130 countries that are doing just this (Middle East, Asian, European, North/South American, ... Countries).

During a Pre-WSWBQoLP Summit Meeting, each national WBQoL definition and standard NSWBQoL profile assessment methodology shall be presented and compared in order to reach a world consensus on a WBQoL definition and on a Standard World Methodology for NSWBQoL Profile Assessment. Then and only then shall each NSWBQoL Team be able to create its NSWBQoL Profile which shall in fact integrate all the village/town/city/rural SWBQoL Profiles. Once this is completed, there shall be a WSWBQoL Summit where each country shall be invited to present its NSWBQoL Profile. We shall see how these profiles can be articulated together... what are the missing links?... what is the common denominator?... and in so doing, we are progressively setting the stage for a New Global Governance Platform where the international referential is not economy, not business but the Third Millennium’s Top Priority, WSWBQoL that includes economy, that includes business. The perspective is completely different. 
Once the stage is set for New Global Governance where the international referential is WSWBQoL, comes the next step: achieving and sustaining WSWBQoL. This means achieving and sustaining NSWBQoL in each country. Achieving and sustaining NSWBQoL shall be the job for each NSWBQoL Ministry (that integrates all the other Ministries) called the NIM for National Interface Ministry. NIMs are linked together worldwide thus constituting the final structure for New Global Governance, a coordinated planetary holistic interactive bottom-up top-down integrated interdisciplinary network. 
A New Global Governance Council represented by all the NIMs could be considered but great care must be considered not to repeat the terrible bureaucratic mistakes of the past. In fact a NIM Network may suffice for self-governance of the Human World Grid. This needs to be explored.
The New Capacity Building Programme (WSWBQoLP): World Interest and Enthusiasm!
There is a growing worldwide enthusiasm regarding the WSWBQoLP because it listens to the people, to the concerns, hopes and interests of each and every citizen throughout the world. 
Everybody can participate and the National Representations are there to help out. The interest is however still far too passive. We need much more active participation. And for this we need to create a Central Task Force. This means international collaboration and funding.  
Funding
1. National Representations. 

Each National Representation (National Society Well Being and Quality of Life Team) shall be improving and sustaining its National Society Well Being and Quality of Life. It should therefore be its National Government’s and Institutions’ duty to support its National Representation. Similarly, since each National Representation shall be contributing to improve the international community’s society well being and quality of life, it should be the international community’s duty to support each National Representation wherever necessary. Support can also come from the private sector and crowdfunding.   

2. The IMNRC-NewPOL Network  

The IMNRC-NewPOL Network HQ is based in a region of Flanders (Belgium) that has witnessed (as for the rest of Europe) a rapid rise in Extreme Right “National Socialism” with subsequent linguistic apartheid and ostracism. These political movements reject multicultural diversity, turning differences from creative exchanges to destructive confrontations. Despite its multiple breakthroughs and requests for funding, the IMNRC-NewPOL Network has not only never received any support from the Flemish Government and Institutions but everything has been done to crush it out of existence and prevent the New Capacity Building Programme (NCBP) from succeeding. The IMNRC-NewPOL Network needs international support to free itself from the Flemish Extreme Right’s ugly claws in order to pursue its activities. 

The assistance, coaching and follow-up of 260 National Representations throughout the world is essential but the task is phenomenal. Public Relations services are needed. An enormous amount of data and correspondence must be processed by competent administrative and academic secretarial assistance. Meetings, workshops, conferences not to mention the Interface Events must be organized at the IMNRC-NewPOL Network Headquarters. Flyers must be published. Travelling is necessary. A whole battery of staff is needed to monitor progress worldwide and boost the initiative forward. A Central Task Force is essential.
