The major research was carried out in several directions to investigate the interface of society and sustainable consumption in the context of factors of business environment: 1) marketing dimensions as applied in sustainable agriculture; 2) research of the economic and social aspects of ecologization in Lithuania; 3) research of the network development directions of catering enterprises in the region; 4) analysis of the ecological and ethical issues in marketing, where the main levels of ecological evaluation were defined as essential elements of the social-ethical marketing concept; the criteria of ecological evaluation were highlighted in these levels and limits are set for the ecological evaluation in the context of both corporate and society social responsibility; 5) study of ethical issues in applying biotechnologies in sustainable production and consumption; 6) cross-cultural analysis of macro-consumption of bread products in Lithuania and Estonia; 7) the networking concept of catering enterprises in Lithuania (with respect to Kaunas City and Šilalė Region) has been authentically developed and presented in the doctoral dissertation “The Network development Concept of Catering Enterprises in the Region” by E. Kazlauskienė (November, 2004). Major findings were published in the 4th international conference “Society and Consumption: Economic-Managerial and Social-Cultural Factors”, 16-17th April, 2004, which was co-jointly organized with IGYS (International Group of Young Scientists), ASIE (Association for Studies in International Education, the Netherlands), Brno University of Technology (Czech Republic), University of Latvia (Latvia), and University of West Hungary (Hungary).

The main ethical problem emerges when the company faces a possibility to choose one of the alternative procedures and methods prescribed by standards or laws. The most common principle is the utilitarian principle. Investigations show that creative accounting aiming at meeting the interests of groups of sordid people faces greater censure than that which is undertaken to improve the financial situation of the company. 

One of the three main hypotheses of Positive Accounting Theory states “Ceteris paribus, the larger the firm, the more likely the manager is to choose accounting procedures that defer reported earnings from current to future periods”. Company’s size hypothesis was not supported in Lithuanian companies, because majority of firms independently from their size choose income increasing accounting (depreciation of fixed assets and valuation of inventory) methods.

The interests of stockholders and governmental institutions make the greater impact on the financial accounting informativeness and fairness in the large Lithuanian companies, and interests of almost all investigated stakeholders make impact on financial accounting informativeness and fairness, however, this impact is weaker than in large companies.

1. The transformation of meanings made in the translation (in comparison with the original text) we suggest to explain by influence of, so called, “cultural scripts”. Pasternak’s translation contains Russian key words, that make important changes to the meaning of the original text, such as: toska (=yearning), skuka (=boredom) and ethic concepts (styd, vina, sovest’). Some ethnical concepts with the meaning of self-appraise are added to the translation by Pasternak. For that reason increases ethnical evaluation of Faust’s action. That closely connected with the way of Faust reception in Russian culture (dr. D. Diomidova).

2. The analysis presents the idea that irony is made up from three components: ironic address, irony processing and response. Though the third element is optional it helps to create conversational sequence and contributes to understanding the models of irony processing (lect. D. Vengaliene).

3. The study is devoted to morphonology of Baltic, Slavonic and Old Indo-European languages. The subject of comparative analysis is morpho​nological structure of words and syllables, peculiarities of the stress and syllabic accents, functional aspects of oppositions in morphonology. The research supposes to define relations that are being observed between the change of different morphonological structures and the change of the syllabic accents. The main aim is to define the origin of syllabic accent and stress and their further development in Indo-European languages (habil. dr. O. Poliakovas)

An attempt was made to do research of expression of literary self-awareness in texts of different epochs with special reference to polycontextuality of literary discourse; the results were reported during the international conference Texts and Contexts: The Movement of Language, 6-7th May, 2004 where presentations on the following research objects and research findings were disclosed: hermeneutics of movement in John Donne’s Homiletic prose; madness as aesthetical phenomenon in German Expressionistic prose; orthography in J. J. Derrida‘s Deconstruction strategy; the existential context of R. Wright's prose; J. Updike’s Rabbit Angstrom: self against society; the coherent inconsistency in the paradox of death as reflected in literary texts.

During the year 2004 the main investigations were conducted in the field of sustainable development theory and practical application of sustainable development concept in energy sector. Indicators of sustainable energy development were established and evaluated for Lithuania seeking to define new policy actions targeting sustainable energy development. Further investigations of complex issues related to mix economy development were conducted based on sustainable development principles.
